Building is about to begin

The Oakville Rd side of the school is about to
change as Stage 1 of our 3 stage building project
begins this week. The builders’ secure compounds
will be established as well as the building site will be
fenced off. These areas will be supervised by a
security guard at all times.

Stage 1 is a double brick building containing 2
classrooms and a resource room. This will be
placed on the top side above the path at the end of
the block that Mr Burton and Mrs Finn are in now.
Unfortunately some trees need to be cut down. We
plan to replace them when all work is completed.

This building work will be a minor inconvenience as
some pathways will be blocked and a section of
parking along Oakville Rd will be lost. However, the
school will benefit from lovely new modern brick
classrooms. This benefit will be long lasting, while
the inconvenience will only be for a few months.
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New demountable building to arrive soon

On top of the other work, we have the demountable
that we need for next year, arriving in the next week.
This will be placed up at the Oakville Rd gate, next
to the other demountable (there is room). This
means that this area will also be fenced off while the
work is being done. Therefore, we will have to walk
between two fences as we access the school along
this path.

Two more smartboards have been installed
Yesterday, the 2 classrooms in the MDR building
(Delta Star and Jupiter) had smartboards (electronic
whiteboards) installed. These have been provided,
once again, by our fantastic P & C.

This brings the number of smartboards in the school
to 12, only the demountable classrooms do not have
smartboards. We will not be putting smartboards in
these classrooms as most of them will be replaced
with the building work. The P & C plans to be ready
to provide smartboards for the new permanent
classrooms, when they are completed.
